It consists of a
285,000 square foot area which includes a parking structure
for over 400 cars on drilled piers and pilings, exhibit hall
expansion, and additional meeting space. It also required
remodeling portions of the existing convention center to
accommodate the required work. This was a fast-track
schedule and design-build coordinated project.

The 85,000 square foot expansion and remodel to the
Northwest Museum of Arts and Culture preserves and
interprets regional and Native American histories as well as
the visual arts. The complex added five exhibition galleries,
a learning center, a meeting room, a research library and
archive, a 300-seat amphitheater, cafe, gift shop, and a three-
level parking garage. The site, perched on a bluff, overlooks
the valley of the Spokane River and its falls. Galleries and
collection storage are underground to reduce the building's
mass and create a park-like setting compatible with the
residential context.
